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When Model A coffee groups meet, the topic of conversation is often varied. Some groups enjoy talking about ancient Greek phi-
losophy. Other groups enjoy a good rousing conversation regarding quantum physics or Einstein’s theory on the fourth dimension of 
time. However, somewhere in these conversations, the topic of the Model A cooling system will enter into discussion. 
 
The Model A cooling system is the essence of simplicity. This begs the question, why do so many people experience some type of 
cooling failure when the system is so simple, and effective? The first and foremost reason for failure is the lack of proper mainte-
nance. However, let us set aside this issue and move in some bold new directions regarding the cooling system. 
 
Radiator filler cap ornaments were very popular during the time of the Model A. One of the most popular of these ornaments was the 
flying quail which was symbolic of the Model A’s quick acceleration.  Two other popular ornaments were the feathered wing se-
cured under the motor meter and the replica of an aircraft radial engine complete with turning propeller. These two ornaments can 
cause difficulty. Why? Perhaps a quick review of aerodynamic physics will help in promoting an understanding of what I am about 
to say. All airfoils work on the principle of lift over drag or increased velocity and decreased pressure. All of us have stuck our arms 
out the window of a moving car, slightly cupped our hands, and felt the lift.  While on a commercial flight, and seated right behind 
the wing in a perfect spot to observe, I saw a small spoiler deploy that immediately banked the huge aircraft. The bottom line is we 
often underestimate the power of flowing air. 
 
Now, let us consider the wing ornament. These wings are about ten to twelve inches in length and are cast in a position where the 
leading edge of the wing faces at about a 45-degree angle of attack. This comes into play when those ornamental wings I spoke of 
are used on a Model A. When the car is driven between 1 mph and 35 mph there is no discernable issue. However, beyond 40 mph 
and higher, the wings exert a slight lift. The result is people feel their steering is getting loose. So they work on the steering box, re-
place kingpins and wheel bearings, and spend hours and money getting their front end aligned. In some instances, after hours of use, 
the wings weaken the solder joint between the radiator tank and the filler cap. In many instances, people are not aware the real prob-
lem is the ornamental wings. So, if you must have these wings, turn them backwards. This will exert a down force making the steer-
ing much more stable at higher speeds and preserving the integrity of the filler pipe.                                               � True  � False 
 
The aircraft radial engine and propeller was a cute little item. There were many historic things happening in the field of aviation dur-
ing the time of the Model A and this ornament called attention to the growing field of aviation. However, as the speed of the car in-
creases the speed of the propeller also increases. This increase causes vibration that is very hard on the filler tube solder joint. Be-
cause the propeller is a driven force and not producing thrust on its own account, continued use at high speeds can have a slight im-
pact on gas economy.                                                                                                                                                         � True  � False 
 
Another often heard complaint is failure of the water pump/generator pulley belt. People often blame inferior quality of a belt. This 
may or may not be the case. Another cause of failure is when the belt is installed it is not properly placed on the bottom of the crank-
shaft pulley. This issue aside, there is another reason for failure. Facing the front of the car, the engine rotation is in a clockwise di-
rection. Belts are constructed for a bias in either a clockwise or counter clockwise direction. The numbers on the belt are critical. For 
example, a Gates IIB40 is for clockwise operation. A Gates IIB39 is for a counter clockwise application. Take this into consideration 
when buying the correct belt and all other things being equal, your problems are over.                                       � True   � False

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Watergate Cake 
Furnished by Marge Bowes 

    1 -  18.25-oz. Package white cake mix 
 3/4-Cup vegetable oil 
 3 -  Eggs 
 1 -  Cup lemon-lime or club soda 
 1 -  3-1/2 oz. box pistachio flavored instant pudding mix  
     1 -   Cup chopped pecans 
 1/2 -Cup flaked coconut 
 
 Grease and flour a 9 x 13-inch cake pan. Combine all ingredients in large    
 bowl.  Beat 2 minutes at medium speed with electric mixer.  Pour batter in 
 prepared pan.  Bake 45 min. or until toothpick inserted in middle of cake 
 comes out clean.  Cool 15 minutes before cutting. 
 

Please send your favorite recipe to the Editor and I will publish one each month. 
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In my experience the best spark plug to use in your 
Model A is the Champion 3X, original or aftermarket.  
Three of the four lasted me over 45,000 miles (I broke 
one) and I only replaced the set when I installed an elec-
tronic ignition.  This is because the modern type spark 
plug wires with the weather-proof end caps would not fit 
over the 3X plugs.  The only problem with the 3X is their 
cost at around $27.00 each.  The next best plug to use is 
the Motorcraft TT10 or Autolite 3076 (same plug) at a 
cost of around $4.00 each.  When using these or similar 
modern style plugs you should clean the brass connectors 
from the distributor to the plug on a regular basis.  Take 
special care to clean under the plugs screw top, which is 
not brass.  The dissimilar metals readily corrode which 
can weaken the spark.  You will not have this problem 
with 3X plugs as the screw top is made of brass. 

At the July board meeting, the board voted to do away 
with the point system regarding the Christmas dinner. 
There were a couple of reasons for their decision. Our 
membership has been much more active in creating tour 
and activity events. When these events happen after the 
monthly board meeting, there is no opportunity for the 
board to approve the event as an official event for the 
point system.
