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Nothing can interrupt the fun of a good tour than a car overheating. As I mentioned in the previous art icle, most of the 
t ime overheating is due to lack of basic maintenance. However, there are some other cooling system issues that need to 
be considered. 
 
A lively discussion at the Model A roundtable can be sparked regarding the issue of what type of antifreeze to use. Some 
folks are totally dedicated to the newer ecological friendly antifreeze. If some of this stuff spills out of the overflow tube 
and on the ground, it  is not lethal to any life form that may drink it. The ecological argument is pure suave. After all, 
everyone wants to be responsible to mother earth. However, the eco freeze is designed for a pressurized system, which 
the Model A does not have in stock form. Bottom line, the eco freeze does not give good protection. However, it  can be 
used as a good mix for your favorite cocktail party drinks. I’d recommend a 50–50 mix of water and a good brand of 
regular antifreeze along with a can of rust inhibitor. 
 
Now then, what kind of water should be used in the Model A cooling system? Prior to WWII the Model A was produced 
in Germany. Some of these cars found their way into Norway, which was one of the few places where “heavy water” 
was a natural resource.  The Norwegians sometimes used this water in the Model A and quickly found it did not work 
well. The addit ional weight would often crack one of the leaves in the front spring and/or cause a crack in the bottom of 
the radiator. Some people endorse using distilled water with the idea that is causes less rust. This may be the case if a 
rust inhibitor is not used. However, if the inhalator is used, it  really doesn’t matter if the distilled water is used or not. 
Besides, there is another problem. If you have ever been in the hospital for a medical procedure, one of the first things 
the medical staff does it to type your blood so there will not be any mismatch. If you use distilled water and an unfortu-
nate circumstance forces you to use regular water, a water clot can form which will not allow the water to flow freely 
thereby clogging the system with the result of a major overheating problem. 
 
Finally, there is the issue of using a recovery tank. These are inexpensive plastic tanks that hang from the radiator sup-
port rods that extend from the firewall to the radiator. When the water heats up, it expands and normally flows out the 
overflow tube. When a recovery tank is installed, the overflow goes into the tank. When the water cools, it  is drawn back 
into the radiator. Using such a tank seems like a good idea. Wait! The tank is butt ugly and really distracts from a clean, 
neat looking engine compartment. Typically, the water level on the radiator is below the top baffle so a visual inspection 
leads one to believe that the coolant level is low. When the radiator is filled above the baffle, naturally it  overflows and 
the tank catches this surplus. If the radiator is filled to a level just under the baffle, the tank is not needed. However, if 
you must use the tank, hang it upwards so that the cap is on the top part of the tank. It  has been reported to me, by very 
reputable and reliable sources, that at least one person in our club hung a recovery tank upside down. 
 
The next issue we will begin a discussion on one of the most passionate subjects regarding Model A technology. That 
subject is the electrical system.

Question sent to John LaVoy at Model A Times by John 
Osborn. 
 
John, the gas cap doesn’t vent the tank. There is so much 
suction that it  causes the car to stall. I replaced it with a 
new one from Mikes. The same thing happened. What’s the 
cure? 
 
Answer: The new gas caps have a red fiber liner (large 
washer type). Behind the fiber washer is a large brass 
washer about the same size as the red fiber washer. The red 
fiber serves as a gasket for the gas cap. There is a small 
vent hole in the bottom of the center metal locking ring. 
The vent hole in the locking ring should be drilled through 
the fiber liner and the brass washer behind it to allow the 
gas tank to vent through that hole. The problem with the 
new gas caps is the hole in the red fiber gasket and the 
brass washer behind it do not always line up, and if the red 
gasket is loose to rotate when the cap is twisted on, the vent 
holes no longer line up. You need to drill the vent out with 
a 1/8” drill bit. Drill through the red fiber and the brass 
washer. This will correct your problem until the red fiber 
washer moves off alignment with the holes. This can also 
be corrected by drilling a second hole through the locking 
ring, the fiber washer and the brass washer and then filling 
the hole with a small self taping screw that will tap into the 
brass washer. This will hold all three elements in line so the 
vent hole will remain open. Epoxy the screw in so it does-
n’t vibrate out and fall in the tank. It wouldn’t hurt to drill 
one addit ional vent hole for better venting, Just don’t drill 
into the top of the cap.
