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TECH TIP for AUGUST 2011  

Radiator Problems: 

The most common causes of radiator overheat-

ing are: 

¶ Not enough water in the radiator 

¶ Radiator water filled with rust or scale depos-

its 

¶ Leaky radiator hoses or water pump 

¶ Radiator tubes clogged 

¶ Too much paint on the radiator 

¶ Too many bent fins 

¶ License plate restricting the air flow 

¶ Missing baffle in upper tank 

¶ Overflow pipe too short 

¶ Use of anti-freeze in some radiators. Use dis-

tilled water and anti-rust/water pump lubri-

cant during the summer months 

¶ Poor quality aftermarket radiators.  Some 

imports back in the 50õs and 60õs had only 

two rows of tubes.  If you have one of these 

radiators, you need to replace it.  These ra-

diators are unusually thin and light weight in 

comparison to the originals. 

¶ A car that is out of time will overheat too.
