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TECH TIP for FEBRUARY 2010  

An easy way to mount tires onto a wheel is 

to use a plastic bag.  Hold the tire upright 
supported with your legs.  Shove the wheel 
into the bottom side of the tire opening so 
that the inner half of the wheel is inside the 
bead of the tire.  Lay the wheel and tire on 
the ground.  Use a blanket between the 

wheel and the ground to prevent scratching 
the paint.  Fish the plastic bag around the 
wheel so that it is between the wheel and 
bead.  Stand on the tire and walk around it.  
It will pop into place.  Pull out the bag.  Flip 
the wheel and tire over.  Install the tube and 
place the plastic bag around the back side 
between the wheel and tire bead.  Stand on 
the tire and walk around it until the tire pops 
into the wheel.  Remove the trash bag and 
fill the tire with air.

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The 2011 MAFCA National Tour  will be held along the Natchez Trace Trail from April 9 -15, 2011. Trail lies within the boundaries of 
the Natchez Trace Parkway, which extends 450 miles from Natchez, Mississippi, to Nashville, Tennessee. 

The Parkway commemorates the historic Natchez Trace, an ancient path that began as a series of animal tracks and Native Ameri-
can trails. It was later used by early explorers, "Kaintuck" boatmen, post riders, and military men, including General Andrew Jackson 
after his victory at the Battle of New Orleans. 

The Natchez Trace National Scenic Trail incorporates existing segments of the original Natchez Trace wherever possible. 

The MAFCA National Tour this year will follow the Natchez  Trace Trail, a perfect tour for Model Aõs.  A few years ago, the 

Model T clubs took this tour (yes, I have a Model  T), and it was fun, educational, very relaxing and gave us lots of great 

memories.  Thereõs a lot of history along this trail!  So if the Model Tõs can do it, we can do it too!  I plan to put a group to-

gether from KC to take this tour, so let me know if you would like to join us, Lance Burton 816-8098648 or go to 

www.mafca.com for more details of the itinerary.

Model Aõs had to be able to 

manuver in the snow and not get stuck, as according to 

Wikipedia, snow plow trucks didnõt become prevalent and 

commonplace until after WWII.  Modern day car ads 

show cars near sunny beaches, open roads and beautiful 

urban settings, and Ford did this with Model A ads too.  

But Ford also very often showed Model Aõs in snow, at 

night and in remote areas, which stressed the carõs reliabil-

ity and quality to get you where you wanted to go, when 

you wanted to go there. 

So the next time we get a big snow storm in the KC area, 

and youõre at home waiting for the snow plow trucks to 

drive down your street, be rest assured that you have a car 

in your garage that òwill get you where you want to go,, 

when you want to get there!ó regardless of what the snow 

plow trucks do!
