The example is a rear motor mount bolt, but this will 

work on any bolts where it is difficult to see the cotter 

pin hole with the castle nut installed. Scribe a line across 

the end of the bolt before assembly to help ñline upò the 

castle nut for that darn #%$@^&%&* cotter pin.
