Tech Tip for May

It is important that your generator charging rate be
set correctly for your type of driving. Short trips,
frequent engine starting and night driving with

long and extended driving trips. Overcharglng
can damage the generator and battery while un-j
dercharging can result in a battery too weak to
start the car5. An average setting of about 3 to 5
amps will be OK for the type of driving we gener-

ally do. All day driving with stops can be set at

headlights requires a higher charging rate than

lights and set the generator to charge about 3
amps with the engine revved up. Be sure to returr
the charge rate to a lower setting when you are
done with any night driving. Unfortunately there is
no voltage regulator on
adjust the charging rate manually. To increase or
decrease the charging rate,
cover band or just slide it away to uncover the field
brush access holes. Loosen the field brush log
screw, there is only one. The other brushes ar
riveted and not moveable. To increase the charge
rate, slide the brush in the direction of the rotation.
To decrease, slide the brush away from the direc
tion of rotation. Don
lock screw and replace the brush cover band to
keep dirt and grease out of the generator.
