The 

v-8 engine (max 85 hp) ran like a sewing machine and was 

surprisingly smooth and quiet. I  thought this was a much 

better looking  automobile than the Ford Thunderbird that  

visited us last year. FYI, the car was insured  (we were told) 

for the trip to Louisville via covered trailer for 1.5 million  

dollars.  We were also told that the dies were ruined by 

stamping the stainless car parts, making these the last of these 

cars ever producedó.
