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TECH TIP for SEPTEMBER 2011  

RADIATOR CAP vs. GAS CAP 

The 1928-29 radiator cap and gas cap are not in-

terchangeable.  Each will screw onto the other but 

they are not the same.  The gas cap has a vent hole 

while the radiator cap does not.  Putting the radiator 

cap onto the gas tank will result in the engine even-

tually quitting.  This is due to a vacuum developing 

in the gas tank preventing the fuel from flowing to 

the carburetor.  If your engine quits and you think 

this is the problem simply unscrew the gas cap and 

listen for the sound of air rushing into the gas tank.  

If so swap the two caps to fix the problem.  I know of 

one unlucky person who had two radiator caps.  A 

simple inspection of the inside of the cap will reveal 

the vent hole if there is one.

Green Thought of the Day 

Think that plastic grocery bags are free? Think again!

Amazingly, by this time next month, your furnace may be in operation!  

GOOD TIPS FOR WINTER  

Here are some good tips (for both your Model A and modern car) to keep handy for winter!  

Keep your headlights clear with car wax!  Just wipe ordinary car was on your headlights.  It contains special water 

repellents that will prevent that messy mixture from accumulating on your lights ñlasts 6 weeks.  

 

Squeak-proof your wipers with rubbing alcohol!  Wipe the wipers with a cloth saturated with rubbing alcohol or 

ammonia.  This one trick can make badly streaking and squeaking wipers change to near perfect silence and clarity.  

 

Ice -proof your windows with vinegar!  Frost on its way?  Just fill a spray bottle with three parts vinegar and one 

part water and spritz it on all your windows at night.  In the morning, theyõll be clear of icy mess.  Vinegar contains 

acetic acid, which raises the melting point of water, thus preventing water from freezing!  

 

Prevent car doors from freezing shut with cooking spray! Spritz cooking oil on the rubber seals around car doors 

and rub it in with a paper towel.  The cooking spray prevents water from melting into the rubber.  

 

Fog-proof your windshield with shaving cream!  Spray some shaving cream on the inside of your windshield and 

wipe it off with paper towels.  Shaving cream has many of the same ingredients found in commercial defoggers.  

 

De-ice your lock in seconds with hand sanitizer!  Just put some hand sanitizer gel on the key and the lock and the 

problems will be solved!
